Entry Qualifications
C or above in GCSE Drama and P.E would be beneficial. Dance GCSE or BTEC is not a requirement, but dance experience is essential.  Auditions may be required if none of the above have been successful for you.
About the course

The course is a BTEC level 3 in performing arts (dance). It balances theory and practical, preparing you to continue your dance training into Higher Education.  Assessment is in the form of, written course work, solo performances, duo or trio performances and group performance.

By the end of the course you will be able to create imaginative dances with an understanding of current practice, whilst drawing on the conventions of the past.  You will be able to perform and interpret dance ideas demonstrating technical and expressive skills and safe practice through solo and group work.  You will be able to communicate clearly, through writing, the knowledge, understanding and insight appropriate to dance study. 
Popular Combinations

Dance can be studied with a range of A Level subjects and BTEC courses, including other performing arts subjects such as Music and Drama and Theatre studies.
Possible Progression

Students who wish to continue with their dance studies can apply to one of many specialist institutions that run degree courses in the various performing Arts.
