About the Course
AS level

Students will study a range of published plays through practical exploration and analysis.  Two contrasting plays will be studied in detail and a written and practical response will be used for assessment.  Students will be examined on a performance of either a monologue or duologue as well as a group performance of a published play (as an actor or designer).

A2

Students will create an original theatre piece; assessment involves research and development alongside a practical performance. Students will study (through practical work alongside research) a set play and a specific historical period of Theatre history.  This will be assessed in a written exam.  

The course is mainly practical exploration.  Theatre visits will also be arranged and it is expected that all students will attend.

Popular Subject Combinations
Drama and Theatre Studies are complementary to other Performing Arts courses.  English Language, English Literature and History are also popular combinations.

Possible Progression
Drama and Performing Arts are available at degree level either as a single option or as combined degrees at a vast number of institutions.
