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ENGLISH LITERATURE (AQA Spec B)
 
About the Course

This course explores the central idea that literary texts can be grouped or categorised and whose meaning can be understood in different ways.  For example, texts will be compared as to how narratives are told and different worlds are created, understood and challenged.
Entry Qualifications

5A-C at GCSE including English Language.


Unit 1: Aspects of Narrative
This unit explores ways in which literary texts work.  This will involve many different aspects of literary representation, focusing on how writers construct narrative and how readers understand and respond to them.
Unit 2: Dramatic Genre

This unit explores drama and tragedy, and a Shakespeare text.  The unit introduces students to aspects of genre and explores ways of understanding convention and content and method.  Students produce two pieces of coursework, one of which can be a re-creative exercise.
Assessment

Unit 1: 2 hour written exam worth 60 % of overall AS mark.

Unit 2: A portfolio of two pieces of coursework (one may be creative) worth 40% of overall AS mark (externally assessed). 
Popular Subject Combinations

Many combinations include: English Literature with Law and History, Literature with Psychology, Government and Politics, Literature with Maths and Art, or indeed Language alongside Literature and Art.  English Literature will complement any other study at AS.

Possible Progression
Most students continue onto A2 study in their second year of study to form their A Level in English Literature.  However, AS courses can stand-alone.  Most employers and Universities prefer full A Levels. 

Possible careers and HE progression
An English Literature A Level can lead to most courses at University/Higher Education.  Most Universities value an English Literature A Level, as do employers as it demonstrates an ability to articulate and write at a high level.
