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LANGUAGES – FRENCH (AQA)
The Modern Languages department has opted for a topic based approach to the AS and A Level courses, providing the advantage of giving structure and a sense of progression, without losing flexibility. The topics are chosen from a list provided by the exam board, but careful consideration is given to selecting themes that are likely to stimulate student interest.

B in GCSE French.
