About the Course:

The Advanced GCE is made up of two units at AS and two further units at A2.  At AS Level the GCE is both a ‘stand-alone’ qualification and also the first half of the Advanced GCE.

The aims of the two specifications are to develop knowledge of the past, historical understanding, critical awareness and the ability to communicate historical arguments.

In the AS units students study British, European and World studies.
Units studied are:
· British:           Britain and Appeasement. 1919 – 1940
· European:
Tsarist Russia 1855 - 1917. 
Each of the two units will be examined by two papers.

The A2 qualification consists of 1 hour 30 mins exam.  Two essays to be answered from a choice of three, testing understanding both in depth and breadth.

Historical enquiry – a piece of coursework of approximately 3500 words:  an analysis of an historical issue either chosen from a range of examples provided by AQA or devised by the centre.
