Vocational Course In ICT:

             OCR National Level 3 Certificate
This is an Advanced or Level 3 course offered by OCR. The OCR National courses are available in ICT and Business. This course offers students a more in-depth look at ICT in the modern workplace, and gives an insight into its role in specialist careers. It offers a wide range of units to cover specialist career skills such as web hosting and design, digital audio or music technology, even programming for gaming and animation. 
The wide range of units allows a chosen pathway for example Web designing/hosting and gaming - students complete mandatory units 1 to 4, plus two optional units.
Entry Qualifications:
5 A-C including English, Maths and ICT




Unit 2 – Collaborative Working


By successfully completing this unit, students will have gained a thorough knowledge and understanding of collaboration as an essential skill in working towards a final product in ICT related projects. Skills covered include: planning as part of a group, investigating the use of ICT tools to support collaborative working, and


carrying out research for a group project.and manages its customer service function.





Unit 1 – Digital Business Communication


Students develop  a thorough knowledge and understanding of communication in a business context, and learn how to use ICT in effective business communications. Document and


computer security in the workplace, the role and contribution of communication technology to business, and the application of a presentation style to document creation are just three of the skills covered here.





Unit 4 –Creating a Digital Showcase


This unit teaches the skills required to develop an interactive media product to showcase an event or situation. As part of successfully completing this unit, students will be able to demonstrate how to specify requirements, design solutions and author an interactive media product.





Unit 3 – Problem Solving


Students develop skills and knowledge which


enable them to use various techniques to


analyse and interpret numerical data. Some of


the key skills taught here are: defining statistical problems, collecting data, using spreadsheets to store and analyse data, and methods of data presentation.








How are you assessed?


All units are internally assessed by your tutor, and then externally moderated by a visiting Moderator from OCR


There are no external tests or exams.








Why study Vocational ICT?


This is a practical course which allows students to develop skills and understanding through application to real life situations. Students practice and develop ICT and work place skills used in a wide range of organisations.  It is a ‘Doing’ course. Skills and knowledge are work based and the course can allow for specialism.


UCAS points:  If you take a qualification at Level 3, you can earn points on the 'UCAS Tariff' for entry into higher education. OCR Nationals can earn you equivalent points to AS and A Levels and are recognised by University institutions.
