About the Course
Physics is the science of how things work, from the bits that make up the bits that make up atoms up to the universe itself.  It is a problem solving science, responding to the changing world we live in with new technologies and innovations, such as the incredible advances in mobile phones and alternatives to nuclear power stations.  
We recommend you study Mathematics to at least AS Level to support your development of the necessary skills and to allow progression beyond A Level.
Popular Subject Combinations
As well as Mathematics and other sciences like Biology, Chemistry and Geology, subjects such as Geography, Music, Electronics, Physical Education, Law and Economics are popular combinations.
Possible Progression
Physics is desirable or even essential for many Science and Engineering degree courses and for careers in technological industries.
