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AS/A AQA LEVEL RELIGIOUS STUDIES
Entry Qualifications

Students opting for this course of study will need to have demonstrated communication and literacy skills at a minimum of Grade C in GCSE English.  The subject requires fluent expression as well as evaluative and analytical skills in essay writing.  There is no coursework element.  Each of the 4 units of study is examined by a 90 minute examination in which 2 essays must be written from a choice of 4 questions. 

Religious Studies is a wide ranging subject examining the history, literature, philosophy, cultural and social elements of a variety of faith groups in the world, past and present.  Those who have enjoyed history, literature, poetry, R.E. and who are also interested in world events and different cultures will be good candidates for this subject.  They will be offered an opportunity to reflect on the spiritual side of life in our materialistic world.  Students are encouraged to develop an enquiring, critical and reflective approach to the study of religion and to develop and reflect on their own values, opinions and attitudes in the light of their learning.  They will follow units of study which will include elements of the Judaeo/Christian tradition and of at least two other major world religions.

Religious Studies provides a good foundation for the further study of Religion, Theology or Philosophy at degree level, or for any other of the Humanities subjects.
